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The Local Landscape

(from the 1994 TLS Report) is still relevant but should be updated and added
to as relevant.

It is important that each of the twelve local character reaches are up to date
as it is these that will form the evidence base for other planning documents
and policy and will form the basis for future TLS project work and
management. In this way, the TLS review will also act as an action plan for
the partners to follow over the next decade in shaping projects and
management proposals.

Stakeholders are also invited to add new reach specific guidance,
management proposals and project suggestions that may not have been
included in the 1994 report. Any suggestions should be based on the detailed
character appraisal and/or other issues you may have identified in your wider
comments. A table is included for this purpose. Please extend as necessary.
In making your comments, stakeholders are asked to remind themselves of
the following criteria in identifying emerging considerations: To identify and
update infrastructure notes for the Thames Landscape the review sets out to
identify areas of deficiency and the actions needed to address these
deficiencies. These relate to:

development sites and regeneration opportunities

opportunities for environmental and urban design
improvement

sites of ecological or archaeological importance

areas, sites, buildings, structures, landscapes and views
of particular sensitivity and importance

focal points of public activity

public access

recreation and marine infrastructure

flood risk management issues

visitor and tourism provision

water-based passenger, tourism and freight transport
water-based sport and leisure

access and safety provision

marine support facilities and infrastructure and moorings






Landscape Character Reach 12:
